Pledge of Allegiance:  8:45am
Treasurer’s Report-  Fall Carnival under budget for income by $116.  Over budget for spending by over $1000.  Classroom baskets did generate some income.  (@$4275)  Teacher baskets made @$500.
Teacher reimbursements are being processed.  ($6000 budgeted for that)  
Teacher Time:  Teachers said thank you for carnival…it was the best one yet…thank you also for approving the mini grants…no questions or concerns.  New storybook night format…some teachers are okay with it, and some don’t want to be in front of a big crowd.   Will evaluate changes afterwards to decide what we’ll do for next year.  We are open to suggestions from them to make changes.  We need to work on time for the teachers to have dinner.  Will speak with Ms. Cushing about plans for dinner.  Possibly will send out a survey to the teachers afterwards to get the general consensus for next year.  
Friday preview day for book fair…encourage teachers to come in and make their wish lists that day.  
Ms. Meister’s Mini Grant:  Active expressions…goes with the promethium boards.  24 were paid for by PTA.  Work as texters to answer questions.

Artist Day:  Question-  Do we still need another co chair?  Josephine will co chair if we don’t find a second person to work with Kevin Brown.

Reflections:  Reception was this Monday at Teaching Museum.  35 Students participated.  4 Children moved on to next level.  Feedback…everyone who moved on to the next level was invited to the reception.
