We have done it that way, however it is a lot of work for all of those checks to go through the pta first, and then send it to the class mom anyway…
Green Team:  Jennifer Braynard:  There are 90 4th and 5th grade volunteers.  Began recycling four years ago.  Our school is part of the Evergreen school program.  We now have a garbage disposal  who will begin picking up all of our recyclables for free.  Large bins will sit outside.  Every classroom will be given an open 18 gal. bin.  A new recycling center will be opening in Alpharetta.  They are trying to grow their business, so for every residential custome$10 to the school.  
Proposes that  PTA $ shares the $ with the school…( $5 to the PTA, $5 to the school).  A flyer will be sent home to families describing the program.  
Shoes for the Cure:  WCreek will be given $10 for every bin full of shoes.  This money goes right back into Green Team…reception for volunteers, etc.
Clean Air Campaign:  48 % of cars in carpool are idling.  Signs have been put up, but not all cars are compying.  Perhaps when the carpool numbers are given out next year, we will hand a note with information.  
CATS:  looking for more volunteers.
Treasury Report:   Membership numbers have increased.  We are now within $500 of budget.  Spirit Wear numbers are a lot less than last year.  Will be setting up a table at Carnival.

 Charter system news from county…Fulton County trying to become a charter system.  Gives more flexibility to the schools to make decisions regarding instruction.  Application will be put in in December..Elementary schools:  may be able to use teachers differently.  All decisions still have to go through the board and the county.  If approved, it will start next year for 2012-2013. 
Communications:  Email blast-Teachers will be added to the list.  Please ask chairs to think ahead a week or two so that we aren’t sending out so many blasts.
